For  we  wrestle  not  against  flesh 
and  blood,  but  against 
principalities,  against  powers, 
against the rulers of the darkness 
of  this  world,  against  spiritual 
wickedness  in  high  places. 
Ephesians 6:12

There  is  a  mighty  conflict  between 
the  saints  and  the  forces  of  hell. 
Though the gates  of  hell  know they 



must  lose  the  fight  if  we  follow 
Christ's  wisdom  given  that  they 
inevitably and woefully lost to Christ, 
they  fight  on  still.  We  wrestle,  the 
Scriptures  say,  but  not  against 
physical forces.  We aren't  fighting a 
physical battle. We aren't fighting the 
government,  whether  they  make 
favourable  laws  or  not.  We  aren't 
fighting  against  those  who  hate  the 
Christian  faith  and  so  persecute  us. 
We  are  actually  at  war  against  the 
devil  and  his  several  levels  of 
demons  instigating  the  people  who 
hate  the  Christian  faith;  the  devil 
behind  the  ungodly  government 



policies  of  the  world;  the  spirits 
behind  the  evils  and  wickedness  of 
the  last  days,  satanic  forces  behind 
sin  and  worldly  lusts;  demonic 
taskmasters  behind  spiritual 
captivities.Jesus said, I will build my 
Church and the gates of hell will not 
prevail  against  it.  And  since  the 
inception of his Church, the gates of 
hell  have had no peace.  The god of 
this  world  and  his  kingdom  of 
darkness have suffered great harm as 
the light of the gospel permeates the 
hearts  of  men.  The  kingdom  of 
darkness  has  suffered  great  loss  as 
many lives  under  its  captivity  have 



been  set  free  by  the  gospel.  Souls 
have dominated over the tricks and 
tactics  of  the  devil  through  the 
knowledge  God  and  the  truth.  The 
Son of God has manifested to destroy 
the works of the devil, and has since 
by the redeemed continue to destroy 
the  works  of  the  devil  everywhere 
through the preaching of the gospel. 
Our  weapons  and  intelligence  for 
war  are  mighty  through  God:  the 
opposition's  are no match for them; 
therefore,  we  are  triumphant  and 
bound to win, unless we do not know 
what to do with what we have at our 
disposal  or  don't  know how to  deal 



with  the  opposition.  The  devil  has 
long  been  in  a  fight  against  the 
Church. Revelation 12:17 shows how 
he  has  vowed  to  launch  his  fierce 
attacks against  the saints ever since 
his defeat in heaven. 

And the dragon was wroth with the 
woman,  and  went  to  make  war 
with  the  remnant  of  her  seed, 
which keep the commandments of 
God,  and  have  the  testimony  of 
Jesus Christ. Revelation 12:17

He has left no weapon in his arsenal 
unused  in  his  fight  against  the 
Church.  He  has  launched  all  his 



subtilty  and  fiery  darts  against  the 
Church as  a  body and the saints  as 
individuals all through the ages and 
has  never  achieved  his  ultimate 
agenda  against  the  Church  nor  the 
true  saints  of  God,  for  Christ  who 
builds his Church is mightier. Satan is 
never  destined  to  win,  for  Christ  is 
building  a  triumphant  and  glorious 
Church.  Every  true  saint  in  the 
kingdom  is  predestined  to  win  and 
reign  with  Christ  at  his  coming.  All 
you need to do is to understand the 
nature  of  the  warfare  and  fight  by 
Christ's rules of victory. Hallelujah!



CHAPTER 1

AS SOLDIERS, WE MUST FIGHT THE 
GOOD FIGHT

Life on earth is war for the saints. We 
are  constantly  under  attacks  and 
bombardments from the enemy. That 
we  still  lift  up  high  the  flag  of  the 
kingdom of Christ is a concern to the 
devil:  it  gives  him  no  peace.  His 
greatest aim is that those flags leave 
the air,  at  least  the hands that hold 
them  up  should  discard  them.  The 
Bible instructs us very sternly to fight 



the  fight  of  faith  and  never  to  lose 
hold on eternal life:

Fight  the  good  fight  of  faith,  lay 
hold  on  eternal  life,  whereunto 
thou  art  also  called...  1  Timothy 
6:12

We  are  to  lay  hold  on  eternal  life 
whereunto we are called,  but to get 
there, there is a fight on the way. Our 
hold  on  eternal  life  is  constantly 
attacked by the gate of hell to the end 
that we might give it up. This is called 
the  battle  of  faith  or  fight  of  faith 
because  you  try  to  keep  your  faith 
and the devil tries to force you or get 



you lose your faith. This is a real and 
tough fight.  It  is  a  matter  of  life  or 
death.  You  stay  in  faith,  you  live 
eternal life; you go out of faith, you 
lose eternal life: you are cut off from 
God. The word of God is very clear on 
this as we see in Hebrews 10:38:

Now the just shall live by faith: but 
if  any  man  draw  back,  my  soul 
shall  have  no  pleasure  in  him. 
Hebrews 10:38

Those who are in the world and not 
in God are helplessly at the mercy of 
the  devil  who  has  no  mercy.  Faith 
brings  in  God;  doubt  and  unbelief 



brings  in  the  devil.  Whatever  you 
don't  have  faith  for,  Satan  exploits 
you on. Satan is wise enough to target 
faith  because  that  is  man's  greatest 
asset. It is what puts man above him, 
puts  man  in  God  and  gives  man 
access into all that God has for him. 
He therefore fight man tooth and nail 
to shake his faith, weaken his faith or 
make him lose it altogether.The fight 
of  faith  is  essentially  in  our 
maintaining  our  stand  and  courage 
on what we believe in Christ against 
all  odds  from  the  devil,  refusing  to 
yield to the devil's pressures to bend 
or break us.  It  is  about maintaining 



your stand. Ephesians 6 says, having 
done  all  stand.  Can  you  still  be 
standing  at  last?  He  that  thinks  he 
stands let him take heed lest he fall, 
the Bible says. Those who overcome 
in the war will be the only ones who 
will  still  be  standing  in  the  end  in 
spite  of  the  devil's  wiles:  still  be 
standing  faithful  to  God,  standing 
holy  and  undefiled,  standing 
righteous, standing in faith, in truth 
and on the  promises  of  Christ.  It  is 
not  enough  to  haul  bombardments 
against  the  kingdom  of  darkness 
through mighty prayers. We must be 
mindful to resist  Satan here on this 



ground  of  faith  where  he  fights  us 
with wisdom and skill.  We must  be 
careful to win in this war of faith lest 
when  we  have  preached  to  others, 
we are in the end cast away, having 
denied  the  faith  or  erred  from  it. 
Scriptures  reveals  Satan's  skillful 
tactics  of  fighting  on  this  battle 
ground of faith and tells us not to be 
ignorant of his devices, namely:

DECEPTION 

And the great dragon was cast out, 
that  old  serpent,  called the Devil, 
and  Satan,  which  deceiveth  the 
whole world: he was cast out into 



the earth, and his angels were cast 
out with him. Revelation 12:9

But I fear, lest by any means, as the 
serpent  beguiled  Eve  through  his 
subtilty,  so  your minds should be 
corrupted from the simplicity that 
is in Christ. 2 Corinthians 11:3

Satan is master of all deception and 
subtle  cunningness,  deceiving  many 
of  the  saints  into  error  and heresy. 
The warning from scriptures is very 
clear: Do not err, my beloved bethren 
(James  1:16).  But  where  does  this 
error come from? It comes from not 
knowing  the  scriptures  nor  the 



power  of  God. Jesus  answered  and 
said  unto  them,  Ye  do  err,  not 
knowing  the  scriptures,  nor  the 
power of God. Matthew 22:29

When we do not commit ourselves to 
knowing the  scriptures,  how  easily 
we fall  victim to  satanic,  and flesh-
pleasing  interpretations  from  false 
teachers  and  deceived  brethren. 
Many  who  profess  Christ  have  got 
themselves  caught  in  Satan's  great 
web of deception and have missed it 
on the truth of salvation. Such will be 
surprised in the end about their true 
standing  with  God.  They  will  be 



surprised that they have shifted from 
the right  side  to  the wrong side,  or 
have  been  on  the  wrong  side  all 
along. Though Christ is able to keep 
us  from  falling,  that  is  only  as  we 
take  the  responsibility  to  know  the 
scriptures and the power of God. 

This is very vital. Christ's triple defeat 
of  the  devil  in  the  wilderness  of 
temptation  was  that  he  knew  the 
scriptures and the power of God and 
so could not err. We can't ignorantly 
be  under  the  devil's  deception  and 
expect to win him in battle.



For  such  are  false  apostles, 
deceitful  workers,  transforming 
themselves  into  the  apostles  of 
Christ.  And  no  marvel;  for  Satan 
himself  is  transformed  into  an 
angel  of  light.  Therefore  it  is  no 
great thing if his ministers also be 
transformed  as  the  ministers  of 
righteousness;  whose end shall  be 
according  to  their  works.  2 
Corinthians 11:13-15

TEMPTATION

Satan  is  in  scriptures  called  the 
tempter.  He is  very  masterly  in  the 
art,  and  uses  it  as  his  number  two 



tactics  against  the  saints.  Though 
none  is  immuned  from  Satan's 
temptations,  overcoming  them  is 
possible.  Satan  tempts  a  person  by 
appealing  to  his  or  her  fleshly 
appetite and comfort in order that he 
or she may displease God. Satan not 
only  tempts  us  by  appealing  to  our 
sinful  flesh,  he  also  tempts  by 
pressuring us into sinful actions. We 
must  watch  out  for  Satan's 
temptations! No one can be anointed 
above  being  confronted  by  Satan 
with  temptations.  And  interestingly, 
Satan  uses  Scripture  in  his  art  of 
temptation.  Hence, 



misunderstanding  or  misapplication 
of  Scripture  is  very  dangerous.  As 
soldiers who must win,  we must be 
committed  to  acquiring  sound 
knowledge  of  scriptures,  good 
understanding  of  God's  ways  and 
good  knowledge  of  God's  power. 
Peter understood God's ways that the 
gift  of  the  Spirit  couldn't  be  bought 
with  money,  so  he  refused  Simon 
Magus'  offer  of  money.  Paul 
understood  God's  ways  that  the 
gospel  was  meant  to  be  free,  so  he 
preached  it  without  charge 
irrespective of the times he suffered 
lack and want. Our Lord understood 



God's  ways  that  God's  spiritual 
provisions  were  not  just  for  mere 
fun, so he wouldn't cast himself from 
the  top  of  the  mountain  expecting 
angels  to  catch  him  as  Satan  had 
suggested.  We  must  be  acquainted 
with God's  word and God's  ways to 
overcome the devil's temptations.

Moreover, we must crucify our flesh 
and  bridle  our  fleshly  lusts  if  we 
must  gain  victory  over  temptations 
for it is as James 1:14-15 says, 

But every man is tempted, when he 
is drawn away of his own lust, and 
enticed.  Then  when  lust  hath 



conceived,  it  bringeth  forth  sin: 
and  sin,  when  it  is  finished, 
bringeth forth death.

All enticements against God's will are 
Satan's  bait  to  cause us to err  from 
the faith,  draw us into perdition,  to 
kill,  steal and destroy our souls.  We 
must watch out against temptations.

PERSECUTIONS

Persecution  is  another  of  Satan's 
bombardment. Who is that Christian 
who  will  face  persecutions  and  not 
deny  his  Lord?  Him  shall  his  Lord 
give  the  crown  of  life.  Persecutions 
are inevitable to the man or woman 



who will live godly in Christ. This the 
Bible makes plain:

Yea, and all that will live godly in 
Christ  Jesus  shall  suffer 
persecution. 2 Timothy 3:12

Blessed  are  ye,  when  men  shall 
revile you, and persecute you, and 
shall say all manner of evil against 
you  falsely,  for  my  sake.  Rejoice, 
and be exceeding glad: for great is 
your  reward  in  heaven:  for  so 
persecuted  they  the  prophets 
which  were  before  you.  Matthew 
5:11-12



When our  persecution as  Christians 
is  on the decline in this unchristian 
world, it points to the fact that we are 
conforming  to  the  world.  It  is 
unchristian to conform to the world's 
moral  decadence  in  any  form.  The 
world lies in the hand of the wicked 
one (1John 5:19), and because this is 
so, Satan through the lost, persecute 
the children of the kingdom for not 
conforming  to  the  moral  depravity 
and  sinful  pleasures  of  this  dying 
world.

TRIALS



Trials are difficulties and hard times 
sometimes  seized  by  the  devil  or 
orchestrated  by  the  devil  to  mount 
pressure on the believer. Trials come 
to try our faith. To try our resilience, 
our stamina of faith, our convictions 
and our faithfulness to the faith. But 
God allows trials because the trying 
of your faith is more precious to God 
than  the  preciousness  of  gold, 
because the trial proves the quality of 
your  faith,  faithfulness,  resilience, 
resolve, commitment, and conviction. 

That the trial  of  your faith,  being 
much more precious  than of  gold 



that  perisheth,  though  it  be  tried 
with  fire,  might  be  found  unto 
praise and honour and glory at the 
appearing of  Jesus  Christ:  1  Peter 
1:7

Job  proved  himself  faithful,  Joseph 
proved himself faithful and so should 
you.  Apostle  Paul  proved  himself 
faithful  and  so  should  you.  When 
trials  prove  you  and  you  stand  the 
test without compromising the faith, 
you prove yourself a worthy soldier, 
worthy  of  the  Master's  approval  in 
heaven. I have fought a good fight...I 



have  kept  the  faith,  says  the  great 
Apostle Paul. (2 Tim 4:7)



CHAPTER 2

AS TRUE SOLDIERS WE MUST 
ENDURE  HARDNESS

Thou  therefore  endure  hardness, 
as a good soldier of Jesus Christ. 2 
Timothy 2:3

A sense of  identity is  crucial  to  our 
success  in  life.  We must  know who 
we are as Christians -- we are soldiers 
of the cross! We are soldiers of Christ. 
We were redeemed to that effect. We 
constitute  his  army.  He  builds  his 
Church in the earth and the gates of 
hell cannot prevail against it -- we are 
party to that divine agendum. We are 



not  like  soldiers:  we are  soldiers  in 
the very sense of it. It is given to you 
to  take  the  world  by  a  storm. 
Through the preaching of the gospel, 
heavy  prayers  and  power  of  the 
Spirit,  we  take  over  nations,  cities, 
and  territories;  we  route  the  devil, 
destroy strongholds, dislodge powers, 
casts  out  demons,  set  the  captives 
free and depopulate the kingdom of 
the  devil.  Understanding  this  helps 
you appreciate the life to which you 
are  called  --  the  soldierly  life.Thou 
therefore endure hardness! 



Endurance is crucial to our success in 
the  fight.  We  must  endure  all 
hardness  that  is  mete  for  our 
profession of faith. We must endure 
the strains and stresses while Satan 
suffers  the  defeat.  We  must  fight 
gallantly;  no wimpy complaints.  We 
are in an embattled world -- we are 
either  enlisted  in  the  triumphant 
army of  Christ,  and have dominion, 
or  we  stay  oppressed  under  the 
powers  of  spiritual  wickedness. 
Knowing  this,  you  must  therefore 
enjoy the habit of continual prayers, 
and  endure  the  hardness  of 
protracted praying. You must endure 



the strains and stresses of preaching 
the gospel and endure the rigour of 
fasting.  You  must  endure  the 
hardness  of  the  circumstances  the 
great  conflict  with  the  god  of  this 
world brings  you into;  never  giving 
up, never backing out in cowardice. 
The  gates  of  hell  can't  defeat  the 
saints--  the  battle  is  the  Lord's. 
Thoughts  of  distressing  conditions, 
and  unpleasant  and  difficult, 
circumstances should never cause us 
to jitter: we are in and are in for life! 
We  must  endure  whatever 
experiences  may  come  our  way 
under the guidance and command of 



our  Lord  and  Captain  Jesus  Christ, 
knowing that all such experiences of 
hardness and trials work out for us 
"a  far  more  exceeding  and  eternal 
weight of glory."



CHAPTER 3

AS SERVING SOLDIERS, WE MUSTN'T 
ENTANGLE OURSELVES WITH THE 

THINGS OF THIS LIFE

No  man  that  warreth  entangleth 
himself with the affairs of this life; 
that he may please him who hath 
chosen  him  to  be  a  soldier.  2 
Timothy 2:4 

The soldierly life of a Christian is not 
negotiable. We are at war and must 
live accordingly in this life. We must 
live a life undistracted in our pursuit 



of  the  world  to  come.  We  must 
endure the rigour of warfare and not 
fall  victim  to  the  enemy  through  a 
weakish  affectation  for  inordinate 
comfort or unrestrained pleasure of 
this  life.  It  is  no time to pursue the 
vainglory  of  this  world.  We  must 
remember that we are at war. Life is 
a  battleground;  only  those  who 
overcome  its  corruption  and  scale 
through  its  pressures  without 
compromising  on  the  faith  emerge 
the winner, worthy of a crown before 
Christ. At no point  should we allow 
ambitions  and  necessities  of  life  to 
bring  us  to  a  place  where  our 



salvation or godly life is jeopardized. 
Any  unrestrained  involvement  in 
civilian  affairs  can  be  an 
entanglement, a snare, to the man at 
war. We must tread through life with 
caution as Christians-- we are at war! 
We can't afford to fall victims to the 
wiles of the opposition.

Warfare  is  not  only about  the 
offensive,  it  is  also  about  the 
defensive. Know this, you mustn't fall 
victim to the baits, snares, strategies 
or  wisdom  of  the  adversary.  You 
can't  live  like  the worldlings,  copy 
their  ways,  or  indulge in  all  they 



indulge themselves  in.  You  don't 
belong to the worldly system. You are 
at  war  with  the  god  of  this  world. 
Your  affections must  shift  from  the 
lust of the eyes, lust of the flesh and 
pride of this life.  They must shift  to 
the  eternal  reward  of  our 
commander who has redeemed us as 
a people unto himself. The command 
is  we  shouldn't  entangle  ourselves 
with the affairs of this life. 

But how do we entangle ourselves as 
Christians?  We  entangle  ourselves 
when  we  are  unable  to  handle  the 
cares of this life, so that the pursuit of 



the  necessities  of  life  bring  us  to  a 
tight corner where we can no longer 
preach the gospel, pray, maintain our 
righteous  standard  and  Christian 
principles or commit ourselves to the 
things of  the kingdom. We entangle 
ourselves  when  we  allow  ourselves 
to be part and parcel of the corrupt 
system of  this  world either  through 
its ungodly struggles, or vanities. No, 
We must leave vanities for the vain. 
We  get  entangled  when  we  are 
caught  in  the  web  of  all  such 
engagements  or  involvements  as 
hinder  or  distract  us  from having 
enough time to seek out revelational 



truths  and  kingdom  secrets  from 
God's  word  to  triumph  over  the 
powers  of  the  gate  of  hell.  We  get 
entangled  when  issues  of  life 
enslaves us from exercising ourselves 
in godliness and a life  in the Spirit. 
We get entangled when our souls get 
stuck in matters of other relevance to 
the  point  that  we  are  no  longer 
carrying  out  earnestly  the  Lord's 
assignment  in  this  world.  When we 
are entangled, we are trapped ready 
to  be  devoured  by  the  adversary 
(1Peter 5:8). The kingdom of darkness 
greatly wishes that we get entangled 



in  the  affairs  of  life  and  be 
destroyed. Caution!!!



CHAPTER 4

AS WILLING SOLDIERS, WE MUST 
OFFER OURSELVES TO SUFFER FOR 

THE CROSS

For unto  you  it  is  given  in  the 
behalf of Christ, not only to believe 
on him,  but  also  to  suffer for  his 
sake; Philippians 1:29

Unto  us  it  is  given  as  followers  of 
Christ not to only believe on him-- as 
some  may  think  that  believing  in 
Christ for their salvation is all there 
is -- but to also suffer for his sake. So 
two requirements does God demands 



from us: 1, believe in Christ; 2, suffer 
for  his  sake.  As  Christians,  our 
relationship toward Christ is not that 
of hirelings, but of lovers. We are to 
love Christ even to the point of death. 
That's why we are his soldiers. That 
is how the Apostles did it. They loved 
him forever  unto the death.  To live 
was  Christ,  and  to  die  for  him was 
gain for them. They loved Jesus and 
embraced  the  sufferings  associated 
with following him. It is clear. There 
are sufferings for Christ and we are 
given to suffer them. What are these 
sufferings?  Hate,  segregation, 
persecution,  slander,  reproach,  false 



accusations,  character  assassination. 
These  were  the  same  things  Christ 
suffered,  and he said  the servant  is 
not greater than the master. It is most 
certain unless, we are not the sheep 
of  his  fold.  Ungodly  men  will  wax 
worse and ungodliness will  excel  in 
the world. The same ungodliness out 
of which the saints have been called 
will  be  on  the  increase.  Therefore 
Apostle  Paul  in  no  clearer  term 
declared,

Yea, and all that will live godly in 
Christ  Jesus  shall  suffer 
persecution. 2 Timothy 3:12



And  our  Lord,  knowing  that 
persecution  is  our  lot  says  in 
Matthew 5:11:

Blessed  are  ye,  when  men  shall 
revile you, and persecute you, and 
shall say all manner of evil against 
you falsely, for my sake. 

Note that he never said if but when. 
Haven't  we  lowered  our  standard 
and conform to the world a little here 
and a little there, and that is why our 
persecutions in our day to day life as 
individuals have almost ceased? Did 
we stand for truth, uphold Christian 
virtues, dare to declare our Christian 



stand against worldly views,  uphold 
high  moral  standard,  uphold  what 
the Bible says, and hold on to God's 
ways  in  a  changing  world,  and  we 
were not persecuted? No, we didn't. If 
we  had,  we  would  have  been 
persecuted.  The  world  hate  Christ's 
and his values.

We must be willing to suffer for the 
Cross, that is, the course of the gospel 
(Gal 6:12). We must be willing to offer 
ourselves for the course of the gospel 
irrespective of the odds. We must go 
outside  the  camp  bearing  his 
reproach. The way to God is narrow 



and strait so many aren't in it. They 
may merely profess it,  quite alright, 
but they are not in it. If they were in 
it,  their  scars  of  suffering  from  the 
hatred  of  those  who  stand  against 
Christ's values would have showed it. 
Apostle Paul said, I bear in my body 
the marks of Christ (Gal 6:17). What 
marks  was  he  talking  about?  The 
scars  of  his  sufferings  for  Christ. 
Jesus  said,  if  they  have  called  the 
master of the house Beelzebub, how 
much more will they call they of his 
household (Mt 10:25).



Christ  never  taught  us  to  take  up 
arms  and  combat  persecutions, 
segregation,  character  assassination, 
and the likes launched against us by 
people  for  his  sake.  Apostle  Paul 
explained that it  is  simply part of a 
spiritual  warfare  we  must  fight 
spiritually.

For  we  wrestle  not  against  flesh 
and  blood,  but  against 
principalities,  against  powers, 
against the rulers of the darkness 
of  this  world,  against  spiritual 
wickedness  in  high  places. 
Ephesians 6:12



It is he or she who do not take a non 
Christian  step  or  give  up  or 
compromise  his  or  her  Christlike 
stand and values that has overcome. 
And  Jesus  promised  in  the  book  of 
Revelation:

He that overcometh, the same shall 
be clothed in white raiment; and I 
will  not  blot  out  his  name out  of 
the book of life, but I will confess 
his  name  before  my  Father,  and 
before his angels. Revelation 3:5

Him that overcometh will I make a 
pillar in the temple of my God, and 
he shall go no more out: and I will 



write  upon  him  the  name  of  my 
God, and the name of the city of my 
God,  which  is  new  Jerusalem, 
which cometh down out of heaven 
from my God: and I will write upon 
him my new name. Revelation 3:12

To  him  that  overcometh  will  I 
grant to sit with me in my throne, 
even  as  I  also  overcame,  and  am 
set  down  with  my  Father  in  his 
throne. Revelation 3:21

We  must  realize  that  when  these 
attacks  come  from  men,  whoever 
they are, whether our friends, family, 
government,  etc,  were  are  being 



attacked  by  the  devil.  When  Peter 
discouraged our Lord from the cross, 
he rebuked Satan, not Peter, knowing 
that  Satan  was  the  one  speaking 
through  Peter,  due  to  Peter's 
savouring the things that be of men 
and  not  of  God  (Mt  16:23).  The 
weapons  of  our  warfare  are  not 
physical, they are spiritual weapons; 
this, we must realize.

For though we walk in the flesh, we 
do not war after the flesh: (For the 
weapons  of  our  warfare  are  not 
carnal, but mighty through God to 



the pulling down of strong holds;) 
2Corinthians 10:3-4



CHAPTER 5

AS TRAINED SOLDIERS, WE MUST 
CONTEND FOR THE FAITH

Beloved, when I gave all diligence 
to  write  unto you of  the common 
salvation, it was needful for me to 
write  unto  you,  and  exhort  you 
that  ye  should  earnestly  contend 
for  the  faith  which  was  once 
delivered unto the saints. Jude 1:3

We are to contend for the faith which 
was once and for all delivered to us. 
We must contend for its preservation 
and continuity.  We must be a voice 
for the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ 



which we hold dear. The faith since 
the days of the Apostles has suffered 
severe  attacks  not  only  from  the 
enemies of the faith, but much more 
from the "friends" of the faith. Who 
are these "friends of the faith"? They 
are false teachers promoting Satan's 
agenda against the true way of Christ 
to  make  pseudo-Christianity  the 
norm.

Contending  for  the  faith"  means 
actively defending and promoting the 
core truths of the gospel of our Lord 
Christ.  We  must  not  only  be 
professors  of  the  faith,  we  must  be 



advocates of the same. Unto us it  is 
given to do this. To this end, among 
other things, were we called into the 
Lord's  army.  The  Apostles  and  the 
Church Fathers all contended against 
the devil in this regard: they stood up 
as  voices  for  the  gospel  and  voices 
against the heretics. 

But in your hearts set apart Christ 
as  Lord.  Always  be  prepared  to 
give  an  answer  to  everyone  who 
asks you to give the reason for the 
hope  that  you  have.  But  do  this 
with  gentleness  and  respect. 
1Pet.3.15



For  there  are  many  unruly  and 
vain  talkers  and  deceivers, 
specially they of the circumcision: 
Whose  mouths  must  be  stopped, 
who  subvert  whole  houses, 
teaching  things  which  they  ought 
not,  for  filthy  lucre's  sake.  Titus 
1:10-11

But we must realize that though the 
onus is on us to contend for the faith 
we  can  only  do  that  within  the 
circumference  of  Christian  virtues. 
We can't fight for the gospel with the 
ammunitions  of  its  enemy.  Our 
actions  must  be  guided  by  the 



teachings of Christ-- the battle is the 
Lord's.

Now,  thoroughly  understanding  the 
scriptures  is  crucial  to  accurately 
represent and defend the faith. There 
are many who zealously contend for 
the  faith  but  are  in  error  and  are 
ignorantly contending for error. That 
is  nothing but a display of  ignorant 
zeal.  We  must  take  caution  against 
that. What could be more dangerous 
than when we take a wrong stance in 
a combat. Know the Bible deeply so 
you  can  defend  it  thoroughly.  So, 
there  is  no  place  for  laziness.  The 



course  of  Christ  demands  that  it  is 
defended.

Contending  for  the  faith  also 
demands  you  share  the  faith.  The 
greatest joy of the devil would be that 
the faith is no longer heard of. That 
nobody  holds  it,  that  no  body 
preaches it and that nobody hears it. 
We  must  always  remember  we  are 
fighting the course of Christ, not our 
course. Our reward is not in this life. 
It  is  in  heaven.  All  Christians  are 
called to spread the gospel. We are all 
preachers. We must all preach till we 
drop dead.



Not only is the gospel preached with 
our  mouths  it  is  also  preached 
through our living. We live the gospel 
out by allowing the values of the faith 
of Christ rule our actions and choices 
that  others  can  see  and  have  their 
faith  strengthened.Engaging  in 
apologetics  in  our  adventure  of 
contending  for  the  faith  cannot  be 
overemphasized.  The  Apostles  and 
Church  Fathers  were themselves 
apologists. Every soldier of the cross 
is  an  apologist  in  one  way  or  the 
other: we give a voice to the faith that 
was  once  and  for  all  delivered  by 
Christ to the saints, being prepared to 



answer  questions  and  address 
concerns  about  our  beliefs  in  a 
thoughtful  and  respectful  but 
uncompromising manner even when 
facing opposition or social  pressure. 
We Stand up for truth: Christ is the 
truth! (John 14:6)



CHAPTER 6

AS WATCHFUL SOLDIERS, WE MUST 
CONQUER THE ENEMY WITHIN

We  may  well  be  acquainted  with 
Satan  the  roaming  lion  who  goes 
about seeking whom he may devour, 
and may as well  not be ignorant of 
his devices. But until we get aware of 
his  ally,  the  enemy  within  us,  and 
learn  to  deal  adequately  with  him, 
we will  not sing the victor's song at 
last nor obtain the crown that Christ 
has  prepared  for  his  saints.  The 
enemy  within  us  must  be  crucified 
with  its  deeds  mortified.  The  Bible 



makes it clear who this enemy is. It is 
the  flesh:  the  sinful  nature  in  us. 
Mankind in Adam fell to sin and have 
since  had  to  deal  with  sin  that  has 
beridden  his  fallen  nature.  This 
unholy  natural  propensity  to  and 
appetite for sin in every one of us is 
the  enemy  within  us  that  must  be 
conquered.

Have  we  conquered  ourselves?  Our 
envies,  our  intolerance,  our 
impatience? Our pride? These are the 
things  that  war  against  our  souls. 
These are the things that push us to 
fall victims to the devil's snares. We 



envy the wicked, take actions out of 
intolerance  against  our  spouse,  and 
make decisions out of impatience all 
to the advantage of the devil to strike 
deathly  blows  against  us.We  must 
conquer  our  pride.  We  must  deal 
with that deadly evil called pride. If it 
leads to a fall, it certainly will lead us 
to a  mighty fall  to  the joy of  Satan, 
our defeated foe. How many mighty 
saints who have cast out devils and 
torn down the kingdom of darkness 
have gotten themselves torn down by 
pride.  Nothing  can  best  precipitates 
the fall of a saint than the pride and 
ego of his heart. Miriam, lifted up by 



her ego,  boldly declared:  "Hath the 
LORD  indeed  spoken  only  by 
Moses? hath he not spoken also by 
us?" Numbers 12:2. 

This  single art  of  pride  instantly 
acquired for her leprosy and the end 
of  her  ministry.  Pride  goeth  before 
destruction  and  a  haughty  spirit 
before a fall, says the Bible (Proverb 
16:18). 

Each  time  we  go  haughty,  we  set 
ourselves as enemies against God and 
rebel against his will. What could be 
more fatal? But pride is there in our 
fallen nature as seeds of  Adam and 



serves as an enemy of our good. This 
enemy against us called the spirit of 
pride  and  haughtiness  must  be 
conquered victoriously.

And the afflicted people thou wilt 
save:  but thine eyes are upon the 
haughty,  that  thou  mayest  bring 
them down. 2 Samuel 22:28

Moreover the LORD saith, Because 
the daughters of Zion are haughty, 
and  walk  with  stretched  forth 
necks  and  wanton  eyes,  walking 
and  mincing  as  they  go,  and 
making  a  tinkling  with  their  feet: 
Therefore the Lord will smite with 



a scab the crown of the head of the 
daughters  of  Zion,  and  the  LORD 
will discover their secret parts. In 
that  day  the  Lord  will  take  away 
the  bravery  of their  tinkling 
ornaments  about  their  feet,  and 
their  cauls,  and  their  round  tires 
like the moon, The chains, and the 
bracelets,  and  the  mufflers,  The 
bonnets, and the ornaments of the 
legs,  and  the  headbands,  and  the 
tablets, and the earrings, The rings, 
and  nose  jewels,  The  changeable 
suits  of  apparel,  and the mantles, 
and the wimples, and the crisping 
pins,  The  glasses,  and  the  fine 



linen, and the hoods, and the vails. 
And  it  shall  come  to  pass,  that 
instead of  sweet smell  there shall 
be stink; and instead of a girdle a 
rent;  and  instead of  well  set  hair 
baldness;  and  instead  of  a 
stomacher  a  girding  of  sackcloth; 
and  burning  instead  of  beauty. 
Isaiah 3:16-24

Do  We  talk  about  conquering  the 
enemy  within  and  not  talk  about 
bridling  the  tongue?  No  greater 
enemy  can  more  quickly  set  our 
world  on  fire  than  an  unbridled 
tongue. Jesus says what defiles a man 



is not what he eats but what he utters 
(Mt  15:17-19).  Too  many  homes, 
relationships,  ministries  and  lives 
have been destroyed by reason of the 
misuse of  the  tongue --  things  were 
said that should never had been said 
-- to the joy of the devil. Many have 
spoken  against  God,  facilitating  the 
works  of  destroyer  in  their  lives 
(1Cor  10:10).  Friend,  among  the 
several  things  listed  to  those  who 
love life and want to see many days is 
that  the  individual  must  keep  his 
tongue  from  speaking  guile  (1Pet 
3:10). Friend, the last ally Satan could 
bank  on  for  the  death  of  Job  since 



God had restricted him from killing 
Job,  was  Job's  tongue.  Job's  victory 
over Satan's evil  intent lies there in 
the  fact  that  he  bridled  his  tongue 
from cursing God. Life and death, the 
Bible  says,  are  in  the  power  of  the 
tongue.  Our  tongue  unbridled  can 
bring death upon us, simplifying the 
efforts  of  the  enemy.  It  was  when 
Samson's tongue worked against him 
that he fell victim to his enemies who 
quickly  plucked  out  his  eyes  and 
made  him  a  public  spectacle  in 
worship of their helpless Dagon. The 
enemy need  not  do  much when he 
can  cooperate  with  an  unbridled 



tongue. Our tongue bridled, becomes 
one  of  our  greatest  weapons  of 
victory,  but  that  same tongue if  left 
unbridled,  is  an ally in the camp of 
our enemy.

Many have ensared themselves with 
their tongue. What we say can either 
justify or condemn us. It is word the 
Bible says that if we do not offend in, 
are  perfect  (James  3:2).  Many  have 
offended in words and have broken 
spiritual  laws  thereby  to  their  own 
destruction.  Your  enemies  usually 
don't know your consecration if you 
don't say it. It is when you say it that 



they  make  you  break  it.  That  was 
what  led  to  the  death  of  the  young 
prophet from Judah in 1 Kings 13.

More  so,  how  can  we  talk  of 
defeating the devil  if  we don't  keep 
our  tongues  from  using  the  devils 
language  of  lies  and  guile.  Or  how 
can  we  defeat  him  when  we  keep 
approving  his  agenda  against  us 
through  words  of  fear,  doubt, 
unbelief  and  complaints.  And  how 
can  we  successfully  sanctify  our 
environment against him if we keep 
establishing  pollution  through 
corrupt  communication  proceeding 



from our mouth. Bridling the tongue 
is  a  major aspect  of  conquering the 
enemy within us.

Everyone  seems  to  have  his  or  her 
weakness.  And  this  must  be  dealt 
with  vehemently  with  regards  to 
conquering  the  flesh,  called  the 
enemy  within.  Did  Judas  realise  he 
had a weakness of  love for money? 
His  love  for  money  made  him  a 
thieving apostle which eventually led 
to  his  selling  his  master--  our  Lord, 
Jesus.  It  was  easy  for  the  devil  to 
conquer Judas-- love of money was in 
him  to  cooperate  with  the  devil.  It 



was  the  love  of  money  in  him that 
attracted Satan to come for him, and 
it was that same love of money that 
Satan worked with when he entered 
into him.  It  was  Solomon's  love  of 
women  (He  was  practically  a  loose 
man. The only difference was that he 
could legitimately have these diverse 
women  he  lusted  after  under  their 
law as wives and concubines) that led 
to his  downfall.  What a fall.  A man 
who  prayed  down  literal  fire  from 
heaven died an idol worshipper! The 
wisest man in the world died a father 
of a son who foolishly lost about 83% 
of his kingdom, all consequent upon 



his father's fall to idol worship . You 
can't have a weakness you refuse to 
deal  with  and  expect  not  to  be 
conquered by the devil. The meekest 
man  in  the  world,  Moses,  had  an 
anger issue that finally hindered him 
from entering the promised land he 
had  so  laboured  for.  He  was  quite 
slow  to  anger,  but  when  his  anger 
came upon  him,  upon  being  overly 
pushed to the wall, it was something 
else. Friend, God doesn't refuse to use 
people  because  they  have 
weaknesses; on the contrary, he uses 
them. It is they themselves who have 
to identify their weaknesses and deal 



with them before they fall  victim to 
the enemy like a pack of cards. Don't 
watch sinful habits and bad attitudes, 
they are the Satan's accomplices for 
your  ruin.Now  here  comes  the  big 
one. Who will talk about dealing with 
the  flesh  and  omits  talking  about 
dealing  with  the  father  of  all  sins 
called  covetousness?  Luke  12:15 
defines  covetousness  as  the 
inordinate  desire  for  abundance  of 
material  things.  Hebrews  13:5 
explains it as not being content with 
such things as one has. 



Covetousness  is  a  hellish  sin.  It 
encapsulates greed, materialism and 
undue  love  of  fame  and  pleasure. 
Covetousness  is  lust  according  to 
Romans 7:7. Covetousness leads to all 
sins.  Yes,  it  can lead to all  sins.  For 
example  you  have  a  wife,  yet  your 
heart  desires  another  girl  who  you 
sees as more beautiful. That is being 
not  content  with  your  wife.  That  is 
covetousness  according  to  Hebrews 
13:5.  That  will  certainly  lead  to 
adultery and even divorce. 

Covetousness  leads  to  envy,  pride, 
strife,  murder,  lies,  witchcraft, 



rebellion,  deception,  theft,  breaking 
of  promise,  bribery,  fraud, 
dishonesty, adultery, hatred, and the 
list  continues.  The  Bible  even  calls 
covetousness idolatry (Col 3:5).  Who 
is  he  that  must  not  lose  the  fight 
against  the  devil?  It  is  he  who  has 
dealt  with  covetousness.  The  man 
who abandons his soul to the malady 
of  covetousness  and  mistake  it  for 
prosperity will find himself a victim 
of the god of this world in the end of 
his  journey  on  earth.  The  Bible 
admonishes  us  to  be  temperate  in 
our  use  of  the  things  of  this  world. 
Not to abuse the use of them by using 



them  to  gratify  what  we  are 
supposed to be crucified to. The Bible 
teaches  us  about  conquering  the 
flesh.  It  tells  us  to  crucify the flesh, 
and  to  mortify  its  deed.  It  is 
significant  that  it  doesn't  tell  us  to 
mortify the flesh, but its deeds. That 
is  because  the  flesh  cannot  be 
mortified in the sense of it being put 
to death. No, the deeds of the flesh is 
what can be put to death. The works 
of the flesh dies in us. Not the falling 
nature itself. This mortification of the 
deeds  of  the  flesh  occurs  when  we 
crucify  the flesh (that  is  refusing to 
gratify the flesh by not minding the 



things of the flesh), and by walking in 
the Spirit and minding the things of 
the spirit. And they that are Christ's 
have  crucified  the  flesh  with  the 
affections and lusts. Galatians 5:24

This  I say then, Walk in the Spirit, 
and  ye  shall  not  fulfil  the  lust  of 
the flesh. Galatians 5:16 

For they that are after the flesh do 
mind  the  things  of  the  flesh;  but 
they  that  are  after  the  Spirit  the 
things of  the Spirit...For if  ye live 
after the flesh, ye shall die: but if 
ye  through  the  Spirit  do  mortify 



the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 
Romans 8:5,13



CHAPTER 7

AS WINNING SOLDIERS, WE MUST 
MASTER THE KINGDOM ART OF 

TRIUMPHANT WARFARE

Wherefore take unto you the whole 
armour of God, that ye may be able 
to  withstand  in  the  evil  day,  and 
having  done  all,  to  stand.  Stand 
therefore,  having  your  loins  girt 
about  with  truth,  and  having  on 
the  breastplate  of  righteousness; 
And  your  feet  shod  with  the 
preparation of the gospel of peace; 
Above  all,  taking  the  shield  of 



faith, wherewith ye shall be able to 
quench  all  the  fiery  darts  of  the 
wicked.  And  take  the  helmet  of 
salvation,  and  the  sword  of  the 
Spirit,  which  is  the  word  of  God: 
Praying always with all prayer and 
supplication  in  the  Spirit,  and 
watching  thereunto  with  all 
perseverance and supplication for 
all saints; Ephesians 6:13-18

The Christian warfare is a victorious 
warfare. The Bible tells us that being 
in  the  faith  of  Christ,  we  are  in 
constant victory:



For  whatsoever  is  born  of  God 
overcometh the world: and this is 
the  victory  that  overcometh  the 
world, even our faith. 1 John 5:4

Now  thanks  be  unto  God,  which 
always  causeth  us  to  triumph  in 
Christ,  and  maketh  manifest  the 
savour  of  his  knowledge  by  us  in 
every place. 2 Corinthians 2:14

We  are  ordained  to  constantly 
triumph in Christ. And since we have 
been ordained to win, we ought then 
to  master  the  kingdom  art  of 
triumphant warfare: 

1. LIVE A RIGHTEOUSNESS LIFE



Neither yield ye your members as 
instruments  of  unrighteousness 
unto sin: but yield yourselves unto 
God,  as  those  that  are  alive  from 
the  dead,  and  your  members  as 
instruments of righteousness unto 
God. Romans 6:13

Didn't  the  Bible  tell  us  we  are  the 
righteousness of God in Christ (2 Cor 
5:21)? That is why it says we should 
awake  to  righteousness  and sin  not 
(1Cor 15:34). Can we continue in sin 
that  grace  may  abound?  The  Bible 
says God forbid. Sin destroys the one 
who commits it, no doubt about that. 



The  Bible  says  when  you  yield 
yourself  to  sin,  you become servant 
of sin unto death. 

Know ye not, that to whom ye yield 
yourselves  servants  to  obey,  his 
servants ye are to whom ye obey; 
whether  of  sin  unto  death,  or  of 
obedience  unto  righteousness? 
Romans 6:16

Many have opened themselves up to 
the  destroyer  because  they 
maintained  a  secret  sin.  They  lived 
hypocritical  lives.  Unfortunately  for 
them  is  that  sin  hardens  the  heart 
and  gives  Satan  access  to  cause  a 



man's fall.  The Bible says he that is 
born of God keepeth himself and the 
wicked one toucheth him not. Live a 
holy life.  Holiness is the life of God, 
and he that is begotten of God's word 
and God's Spirit is begotten holy. It is 
this  life  we are  born again with by 
God's Holy Spirit and must live. The 
eternal life we have received in our 
spirit is holy. So we as a born again 
child of God are not living to be holy, 
but must live from our stand point of 
holiness.  That  is  why  it  is  greatly 
wrong for us who are born of God's 
Spirit to lie and cheat. And thanks to 
the blood of Christ that cleanses us if 



in  our  conflict  with  the  flesh  we 
regretably  fall  to  sin  (1John  1:7-9). 
But  sin  is  no  friend  and  its 
consequences  are  disastrous  and 
sometimes irrecoverable. It is Satan's 
power  and  snare  of  the  destroyer. 
One  sin  overpowers  you  to  commit 
more sins when trivialized, cherished 
or  justified.  Sin  musts  be  confessed 
and repented of. God forbids the idea 
that we can continue in sin because 
grace abounds (Roman 6:1-2,15). The 
danger  is  that  he  that  commits  sin 
sows  to  sin  and  shall  reap  its 
consequences.  This  hangs  on  the 
spiritual law of sowing and reaping. 



Be  not  deceived;  God  is  not 
mocked:  for  whatsoever  a  man 
soweth, that shall he also reap. For 
he that soweth to his flesh shall of 
the  flesh  reap  corruption;  but  he 
that  soweth  to  the  Spirit  shall  of 
the  Spirit  reap  life  everlasting. 
Galatians 6:7-8

Why were we by the death of Christ 
for our sins made the righteousness 
of God? It was for us to live righteous. 
The Bible teaches us how to win the 
conflict of the flesh. It tells us that it is 
by walking in the spirit.



This I say then, Walk in the Spirit, 
and  ye  shall  not  fulfil  the  lust  of 
the  flesh.  For  the  flesh  lusteth 
against  the  Spirit,  and  the  Spirit 
against  the  flesh:  and  these  are 
contrary  the  one  to  the  other:  so 
that ye cannot do the things that ye 
would. Galatians 5:16-17

Minding  the  things  of  the  Spirit  is 
where the power of  conquering the 
flesh lies. That in place, we must stop 
feeding  our  sinful  crave  and  giving 
occasions for sin. Sin must be actively 
resisted with the power of the Spirit 
and the effort  of  the will.  It  is  non-



negotiable  to  live  a  consecrated life 
as victory depends on it. 

2. DON'T TOLERATE THE DEVIL

The devil must not be tolerated in his 
subtilty.  When  you  recognize  him, 
resist him. He must not be tolerated 
in  his  wickedness,  he  must  be  cast 
out.  Do  not  tolerate  him  in  his 
enticement and seduction. You must 
rebuke him or flee when necessary. 
The Bible tells us to flee fornication. 
Satan must not be tolerated when he 
speaks  or  suggests.  He  must  be 
rebuked like Christ did to him when 
he spoke directly (Lk 4) and when he 



spoke  through  Peter  (Mk  8:33).  The 
Bible tells us to be sober and vigilant 
so  that  we  can  spot  him  in  his 
deceitful dealings.  Many don't  know 
Satan is the spirit behind sin and so 
can't tell when he is at work.

3. ENGAGE THE WORD

God's  word  is  God's  wisdom.  The 
practice  of  and  obedience  to  God's 
word  is  what  discomfit  the  subtilty 
and wiles  of  the devil.  The word of 
God you receive and believe shatters 
all the attacks from the devil as said 
in scripture: 



He sent his word, and healed them, 
and  delivered  them  from  their 
destructions. Psalms 107:20

Christians who don't  have value for 
and give place to the word are those 
who  suffer  afflictions  and  captivity 
being oppressed by the devil.

Such as sit in darkness and in the 
shadow  of  death,  being  bound  in 
affliction  and  iron;  Because  they 
rebelled against the words of God, 
and contemned the counsel of the 
most High: Psalms 107:10-11,14

The Bible  tells  us  precisely  that  the 
word of God is the sword of the Spirit 



(Eph 6:17). As we live and walk in the 
Spirit, we ought to wield the sword of 
the  Spirit.  This  shatters  any 
opposition that dare lift  up its  head 
against  us.  We wield  this  sword by 
speaking  forth  the  word  of  God 
against  the  devil.  The  word  of 
scripture we quote against the devil 
is  the  words  of  our  testimony.  It 
forever overcomes the devil.

And they  overcame  him  by  the 
blood of the Lamb, and by the word 
of their testimony; and they loved 
not  their  lives  unto  the  death. 
Revelation 12:11



Satan's  power  operate  by  darkness. 
His power is the power of darkness. 
And the Bible is very clear on what 
shatters  darkness  --  it  is  light.  The 
dominion  of  light  over  darkness  is 
instant  and  unquestionable.  The 
Bible tell us clearly that the light that 
shatters darkness is the light of the 

word. 

In the beginning was the Word, and 
the  Word  was  with  God,  and  the 
Word  was  God.  The  same  was  in 
the beginning with God. All things 
were  made  by  him;  and  without 
him was not  any thing made that 



was made. In him was life; and the 
life was the light of men. And the 
light shineth in darkness;  and the 
darkness  comprehended  it  not. 
John 1:1-5

Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, 
and a  light  unto  my path.  Psalms 
119:105

The  entrance  of  thy  words  giveth 
light; it giveth understanding unto 
the simple. Psalms 119:130

The  word  you  therefore  believe 
shines  with  divine  light  against 
Satan's evil works and his evil power 
of darkness.



Furthermore, The word of God is fire. 
When spoken forth by faith, spiritual 
fire  is  unleashed  against  spiritual 
wickedness. The Bible says, resist the 
devil and he will flee from you. When 
you  resist  Satan  quoting  the  word, 
the fire content is released and Satan 
flees in terror. 

Then  I  said,  I  will  not  make 
mention  of  him,  nor  speak  any 
more in his name. But his word was 
in mine heart as a burning fire shut 
up in my bones,  and I  was weary 
with  forbearing,  and  I  could  not 
stay. Jeremiah 20:9



And they said one to another, Did 
not our heart burn within us, while 
he talked with us by the way, and 
while  he  opened  to  us  the 
scriptures? Luke 24:32

Is not my word like as a fire? saith 
the LORD; and like a hammer that 
breaketh  the  rock  in  pieces? 
Jeremiah 23:29

Wherefore  thus  saith  the  LORD 
God of hosts, Because ye speak this 
word, behold, I will makemy words 
in thy mouth fire, and this people 
wood,  and  it  shall  devour  them. 
Jeremiah 5:14



4.  BE  COMMITTED  TO  BUILDING 
YOUR FAITH

Faith is  believing and holding on to 
God's  report.  Faith  quenches  all 
Satan's  darts.  All,  not  some.  Above 
all,  taking  the  shield  of  faith, 
wherewith  ye  shall  be  able  to 
quench  all  the  fiery  darts  of  the 
wicked. Ephesians 6:16

It  is  through faith,  you  unleash  the 
power of God. Hence, faith is vital in 
your  putting  the  devil  where  he 
belongs.  The  triumphant  warrior  is 
the man or woman who has learnt to 
build  his  or  her  faith.  Faith  is  built 



just like muscles are built. Faith is in 
categories.  The  Bible  talks  of  little 
faith (Mt 8:26),  great faith (Mt 8:10), 
and exceeding growing faith (2Thess 
1:3).  Faith  must  be  committedly 
grown and maintained. To that end, 
you  must  continuously  feed  on  the 
word,  walk  in  the  Spirit,  give  to 
prayers,  fellowship  with  people  of 
faith and continuously put your faith 
to work. 

Faith  is  the  very  victory  that 
overcomes  the  devil  and the  world. 
That's why the Bible says this is the 



victory  that  overcomes  the  world 
even our faith:

For  whatsoever  is  born  of  God 
overcometh the world: and this is 
the  victory  that  overcometh  the 
world, even our faith. 1 John 5:4

5. MAINTAIN A PRAYER LIFESTYLE

When Jesus took his desciples to the 
mountain to pray, his disciples slept 
off. He told them to watch and pray 
lest  they  fall  into  temptation.  They 
slept and fell into the temptation: by 
morning,  they  had  deserted  their 
master, and helplessly so.



The  Bible  admonishes  that  men 
ought  to  pray  and  not  to  faith. 
Meaning when men don't pray, they 
faint.

And he spake a parable unto them 
to this end, that men ought always 
to pray, and not to faint; Luke 18:1

They  that  wait  upon  the  Lord  in 
prayers,  are  they  that  renew 
strength.  They  mount  up  with 
wings as eagles. They run and are 
not wary. They walk and not faint 
(Isaiah 40:31).

Friend,  this  saying  is  true  that,  He 
who will not pray, will stray. Prayer 



is not a once and for all thing, but a 
now and again thing.

6. PREACH THE GOSPEL

The Bible explains what the gospel is: 
it is the power of God!

For I am not ashamed of the gospel 
of Christ: for it is the power of God 
unto  salvation  to  every  one  that 
believeth; to the Jew first, and also 
to the Greek. Romans 1:16

The gospel saves because it  is  God's 
power.  It  is  power against  the devil 
and against sin. It dislodges the devil 
and sets mankind free. The gospel is 
truth concerning what God has done 



by Christ.  Satan is  the  originator  of 
lies and thrives by it. He exploits by 
ignorance.  When  the  gospel  is 
preached,  truth  is  revealed,  Satan's 
lies  are  exposed  and  his  works 
evaporate  away.  The  gospel  is  our 
greatest  weapon  of  offense  against 
the  devil.  When  the  gospel  entered 
Ephesus,  Diana  the  Ephesian 
principality  suffered  terribly  and 
helplessly,  losing many worshippers 
to  the  kingdom  of  God  so  much  so 
that  his  followers  had  to  try 
physically  to  stop  the  gospel  from 
been preached. Act 19:10-41



The Gospel is an offensive weapon of 
destruction  to  the  devil  and  his 
kingdom  given  that  it  destroys 
Satan's  works  and  set  his  captives 
free. 

7. SECURE THE ANOINTING

To emerge triumphant, friend, secure 
your  annointing.  Your  continuous 
dominion over the forces of darkness 
is  courtesy  a  person  in  your  life 
called  the  Holy  Spirit.  He  is  the 
greater one that lives in you, greater 
than  the  devil  in  the  world  (1John 
4:4).  Not  only  by  reason  of  your 
exalted  status  above  the  devil,  the 



Holy Spirit is the spirit by which you 
command the  power  of  God in  this 
life.  And the Scripture is very clear: 
...through  the  greatness  of  thy 
power shall  thine enemies submit 
themselves unto thee. (Psalms 66:3)

Having  caught  the  anointing  at 
baptism of the Spirit, maintain a life 
in  that  power  and  anointing  of  the 
Spirit.  No  one  walking  in  the  flesh 
conquers the devil. Though he's been 
defeated by Christ, no one walking in 
the  flesh,  dominates  over  him.  We 
are born of the Spirit; therefore, must 
avoid walking in sin.  The head that 



will not lack oil should always have 
his garments white.

Let thy garments be always white; 
and let thy head lack no ointment. 
Ecclesiastes 9:8

Jesus, once he received the anointing 
of  the  Spirit  at  baptism,  remained 
ever so in the power of the Spirit. The 
anointing,  among  other  things,  is 
your  instrument  of  dominion.  Hear 
what the Bible says: 

I  have  found  David  my  servant; 
with  my  holy  oil  have  I  anointed 
him: With whom my hand shall be 
established:  mine  arm  also  shall 



strengthen  him.  The  enemy  shall 
not exact upon him; nor the son of 
wickedness  afflict  him.  And I  will 
beat down his foes before his face, 
and  plague  them  that  hate  him. 
Psalms 89:20-23
